Login and E-mail.

1) Form a machine connected to the ship’s lan telnet or ssh to april  (april is the ships mail server)

2) At the login prompt, use your sci## , your default  password is sci##. It is recommended you change your password at your first login.  At the Unix prompt $ type the command passwd  You will be prompted to enter your old sci## then enter your new password twice. Passwords need to have a minimum of  6 characters + at least 1 special character.

3) Now that you have changed your password it’s time to check your E-mail. WHOI uses a very simple Unix, text based mail system called pine. To start pine just type pine and press return. The menu’s are strait forward and intuitive.

4) If you are going to give out your E-mail address we ask that you used your assigned E-mail alias@oceanus.whoi.edu 

5) Your “reply to” address will remain your sci## unless you change it in the pine configuration.

6) Incoming and Outgoing mail messages are limited to 10k in length. This is ~ 4 full pages of text. You may wish to advise people sending you E-mail to send messages as text and not HTML. If you need to send larger E-mails or attachments, please clear it with the Chief Scientist first!
