L9 and L10 Pump Mooring Deployment Report (AT15-14)

Summary:

L9:
The L9 mooring deployment was a test of patience and a lesson in navigation.  Because of the close proximity of the drop location to one of two transponders, the navigation for the mooring was poor at best.  Uncertainty as to the location of the mooring led to a drop position about 350 m east of the ASC rather than 100 m west of the ASC.  With help from Bruce, we found the most probable location of the mooring and completed a slant range survey of the site to confirm the location of the mooring. The total time for mooring L9 deployment was 5 hours.

L10: 
This mooring deployment was smooth and successful with a drop position only about 25 meters from the target.  The mooring dropped straight down and no repositioning of the ship was required.
