Recovery Protocol for Mullineaux Sandwiches and Blocks
You will need a list of sandwiches and blocks to be recovered, the original settlement surface deployment sheet (which will have XY and heading information on it), a new recovery sheet for each site and a blank basket diagram.  Photographs of the site would also be helpful.

1.  Locate the site, using XY’s and heading information.  There should be a marker visible.  Approach at the same heading, taking care to avoid any other experiments in the area.

2.  Set the sub down (if possible) and fill in the information at the top of the deployment sheet.
3.  Take several still photos of the area and video of the group and surrounding fauna.

4.  Before recovering any block/sandwich, the temperature at the base should be taken with the Lo-T probe.  If the whole site is at ambient temperature, it is sufficient to take a single temperature for the group, but otherwise each needs to be recorded separately.

5.  After recording the temperature, the block can be picked up.  While it is in the manipulator, zoom in the pan and tilt camera and have the pilot rotate the block slowly, so all surfaces are visible.  It can then be placed in one of the inserts in the biobox.  Record the time, the type (sandwich or block), the ID number on the recovery sheet and, on the basket diagram, the place in the biobox where it is put.  Do not put more than one in a given insert and do not put anything else in the inserts, even temporarily.  If animals from one block are observed falling into another insert, this should be noted on the sheet under comments.
6.  If the block has an auxiliary handle, it can be removed by pulling on the cable tie pull-pin at the top of the block handle.  If the pilot prefers, this can be done before recovering the block, but it is preferable to avoid moving the block more than once, as this increases the chance that animals will fall off.
7.  Repeat for additional blocks.

8.  When the biobox is full, close the lid and leave it closed for the remainder of the dive.
